Bob Haase from the Musky Clubs Alliance along with the 
University of Michigan and the Wisconsin DNR, are doing a 
Musky spawning habitat study.  The study consists of spot-
ting fish when they are on their spawning beds and recording 
their location and surroundings.  This is going to be the sec-
ond year of spotting fish when they are spawning.  They are 
in need of volunteers, with or without your own boat, to help 
shine fish. There will be about 10-20 different lakes that they 
will be studying.  This will take place about the last week in 
April to the first two weeks of May, depending on the water 
temperature.  The volunteers who helped last year said it was 
well worth their time.
